Please see the message below from Josh Beattie, a researcher from ITV Fixers, part of the ITV Broadcast network, which is currently seeking idea's for projects involving young people.  If you would like to take up this opportunity, please respond directly to Josh using the contacts given below.

I work as a researcher for a project called ‘ITV Fixers’ www.itvfixers.com. We work with young people and offer them the opportunity to speak out about any issues they feel passionately about and want to change... the issues can be about absolutely anything and young people can get involved in the project as an individual or as a group. 

We work with the young people to create their ‘fix’ whether it be leaflets to raise awareness of the issue, a short film, an event ANYTHING and support them the whole way with dedicated Youth Co-ordinators and a Creative Resource Team able to make their material how they want it... the young people also have a budget for their fixes where they decide to spend the money where they want. We also work to a timetable which suits the commitments of the young people.  

Some of the fixes are picked up by the Broadcast team (who I work for) and made into 3 min broadcast items - unique as they narrate their story - not a journalist, that are featured on the local 6 pm ITV news once a month. Projects have been running successfully across the south of England for a year and ITV Fixers is now going national. 

I am currently looking for a wide range of projects for young people (who can view ITV Anglia where they live) to start this summer with a big launch week for ITV Anglia in November 2009 - which can include Hertfordshire, Bedfordshire, Cambridgeshire, Norfolk, Suffolk and Essex.  

So now is a good time to look at the environment, renewable energy, sustainable communities, and coastal erosion for instance. Are there young people in your area who have a passion and wish to make a difference? Here is the opportunity! 

All participating Fixers will of course receive a DVD or copies of their campaign materials, a certificate and even a reference, which is all beneficial for their CV’s too. 

We would love to come and visit and speak to the young people more about Fixers and I look forward to hearing back from you!
