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The strategy has looked only at parenting support and does not include a preventative strategy which was seen as a separate issue.

The preventative theme was seen as integral and underpinning a parenting strategy which takes a holistic view of the family. 

The strategy has been designed as an over arching document taking into account the national and regional context.
There were some concerns from the group over the models of parenting and the parenting programmes that are offered.  Not one size fits all, there are various programmes available and a full offer must be available to ensure as many families as possible are able to engage.

There was discussion around the qualifications needed to provide parenting courses.  It seems likely that the there will be a set of standards, a minimum baseline that service providers will need to adhere to.
This strategy has been developed over a short time scale Jan – March 08 to ensure it is signed off by the government deadline.

It is envisaged that this will be an on-going process with the next stage being to develop the work plan.  To date there has been little input from parents and this will be addressed in the work plan through consultation.
