2.2 NEET/EET Forum

First meeting held to look at gaps in NEET provision Dee, Susan, Karen from IYS and JHP Training, In Training and VST present. Next meeting September
Job Speed Dating put on hold until next year due to time and workload constraints.  Karen Casoria and Kelly Cavill looked at provision in MK and gained advice on how to run a session successfully. In Training have been involved and feedback very positive.
Dee explained that meeting between IYS and Job Centre Plus teams postponed until Sept due to JC changes. Longer term hopeful of positive liaison between two organisations to benefit young people.

3.5 Travellers Discussion regarding the Traveller community ensued:

Hazel working with 0-5 travellers at Slip end and has identified a need for the older children to be occupied.  The 10 years upwards need support during school holidays - Dee would like to involve Sarah Lee, Youth Worker. Beth Cavill has remit to include travellers and has been seeing several young females at TACTIC.
The Traveller Awareness Workshop is very good to raise awareness of the barriers to be overcome

Linda Johnson explained that ES/CBP are funding a ‘GRT’ outreach worker from September 

Debi also works with travelling community as EWO and commended the work Cedars are doing to provide range of suitable flexible options. IYS have also included traveller students onto the Group Mentoring Project and one young person recently went on to attend a weekend residential at PGL, and theatre trip to London after the group secured funding through StreetCred.
ACTION. It was agreed that a separate meeting will be held 2.00pm on 21.09.10 at Cedars Upper School to bring together interested partners to coordinate our work/offerings to local traveller sits.  Hazel to Chair, Deborah to coordinate Agenda
