This is to update you on changes to our procedures and to advise you of the variety of ways in which you, your colleagues and team members can enhance your skills.
In future all application forms for courses must clearly state the manager’s name, where applicable, and a record of the applicant’s previous training. Where the applicant has had no previous training this should be clearly stated. Failure to complete these boxes will cause a delay in the administration process. 
Several agencies appear confused regarding updating/refreshing staff’s safeguarding knowledge. Where staff have completed our 2 day Safeguarding Children and Interagency Working course they are usually expected to update their knowledge every 2 years. This doesn’t mean repeating the same course again. The LSCB offers a variety of courses either on-line or face to face. 
The following face to face courses could be applied for as an update or refresher training opportunity:-
Half-day refresher course - This provides a brief overview of changes in legislation and working practice over the last 2 -3 years together with some of the key messages coming out from local audits.
Learning the Lessons- A 2 day course for experienced practitioners that considers messages from audit and serious case reviews. This course assists the delegate to further develop critical analysis skills and actively assists reflective safeguarding practice. 
A half-day awareness course on Substance Misuse - This course pays particular attention to the impact of alcohol misuse on parenting capacity and looks at the difficulties babies/children/young people experience when exposed to substance misuse. 
A one day course: Domestic Abuse- The Impact on the Child - Assesses the impact of domestic abuse on the parenting ability of the victim and the effects and impacts of living in this environment for babies/children/young people
A one day Parental Mental Illness course- This course concentrates on the impact of parental mental illness on parenting capacity and the subsequent impact on the child/young person. Completion of the E-learning ‘Parental Mental Health’ is a mandatory requirement for this course.
A one day Safeguarding Disabled Children course- Examines the legal framework, types of disability, impact of a child’s disability on siblings and parent/carers, why disabled children are more vulnerable to abuse and the professional challenges and dilemmas that may occur.
A half-day Working in Core Groups course- This course explores the roles and responsibilities of core group members required to organise, co-ordinate, develop and modify the Child Protection plan for the vulnerable child/young person.
A one day Constructive Challenge and Safeguarding Children and Young People - This multi agency course has been specifically commissioned to support frontline practitioners and others in order to ensure that we work together openly to keep children and young people safe by feeling confident in our contribution in meetings, seeking clarification where needed, being aware of our own responsibilities.
A three day Supervision Skills to Safeguard Children and Young people - This multi agency course has been specifically commissioned to support Managers and others providing supervision to ensure that frontline workers are effectively supported to manage risk and keep children and young people safe. This course seeks to identify the core qualities of an effective supervisor by helping front line staff in making critical judgements when safeguarding children and young people. Key lessons from research and serious case reviews will be addressed.
A wide selection of safeguarding e-learning courses are also offered by the LSCB. The Awareness of Child Abuse and Neglect courses can be used for new joiners or as refresher course if it has not been previously completed. Several of the courses offered are designed to extend and deepen knowledge of aspects of safeguarding such as Risk Assessment and Sexual Exploitation.
