Outreach Nurse at Brook

Becky can provide; Home/School Visits, referrals to termination, pregnancy testing, EHC, HIV/Syphilis testing, Chlamydia Screening, Contraception and will be able to fit implants by the end of the year.

Access to high quality information on sex and relationship issues is a key factor in helping young people make positive choices regarding their sexual health. We would like to identify what information is currently being given out by all organisations. NHS Bedfordshire has a resource department where leaflets can be ordered free of charge.

The group discussed how useful it would be to adapt our teenage parent’s packs (currently given out by Midwives to pregnant teenagers) and make this also available for childminders. They often build relationships with young parents and would be an ideal opportunity to offer information and guidance. Action: Sarah will organise this.

· The Girls group that Gemma Jeeves and Annie Collis have been working with at John Bunyan Upper School has been a really successful piece of work. The group is made up of 14/15 year old girls who were identified by the school as becoming disengaged and displaying varying levels of risky behaviours. The girls have produced a brilliant campaign called BEAT (Be Educated And Think) and will be promoting this at their school and across the county over the coming weeks. 

· Sue Butler has now moved on to Shared Care. Nadia Smith is the new Drugs and Alcohol Nurse at Plan B.  

· At previous meetings support for U13’s had been discussed, however due to the current economic climate and the number of budget cuts that are happening across the board, development in this area unrealistic at the moment.  

· Wooden Hill will no longer be running as they were. A big thank you to Wooden Hill for all their achievements and we wish them all the best for the future.  

· The Contraceptive Choices Training commissioned by the Teenage Pregnancy Team took place in March 2010. Participant feedback was very positive.  

· Dionne Mellor will no longer be delivering the YMTB (Young Mums To Be) programme due to funding being withdrawn by the current providers. The Bedford Borough Children, Young People and Families Accommodation Partnership is currently looking into other funding possibilities.  Dionne passes her thanks on to everyone she has worked with.  

· Alison Mooney NCMA – There are no changes due to funding as yet. Alison distributed posters and encouraged the group to sign post and refer young parents to the scheme.
