Quality Standards Bursary Fund 2010
Guidance Notes

The Quality Standards Bursary Fund aims to assist Third Sector organisations to access training to improve organisational performance and/or implement a quality standard.
Eligibility Criteria

· The applicant organisation must operate in North and/or Mid Bedfordshire and must have recently completed a CVS database update form. This can be done at the same time as making an application. Please check whether you need to complete a form with Jane – see contact details below.)
· Priority will be given to organisations with an annual income less than £100,000,

· Organisations must have a governing document and a building society or bank account. Any grant awarded will be paid by cheque payable to the organisation named or direct to the training provider if agreed. Cheques will not be made payable to individuals.
· Funding cannot be granted restrospectively. Please ensure that we receive your application at least two weeks before the date of the training you are applying to fund.
How Much Funding Is Available?

We will pay the costs of training up to a maximum of £100 per person and up to £500 per organisation.

Examples Of Training We Expect To Fund

· The cost of sending staff or volunteers on an external training course up to £100 per individual

· The cost of hiring a trainer to come into your organisation to train a number of staff/volunteers up to £100 per individual and a maximum of £500 per organisation

Who/What Will We NOT Fund?

Applications from profit making organisations or statutory bodies.

Applications from organisations not working within North and Mid Bedfordshire.
