Key Challenges

· For pupils to feel safe in school and have confidence when reporting bullying that it will be dealt with effectively.

· Ensure a coordinated multi agency approach to runaways, asylum seeking children, trafficked children and those young people subject to ‘forced marriage’.

· Increase lead professionals role in all agencies.

· Ensure children with disabilities are protected from harm in short break situations.

· Ensure statutory timescales and arrangements are adhered to in private fostering situations.

· Ensure children who have elective home education are safeguarded from harm and their needs are met.
3.4 Outcome area: Make a positive contribution
ECM Aims: Engage in decision making and support the community and environment, engage in law abiding and positive behaviour in and out of school, develop positive relationships and choose not to bully and discriminate, develop self-confidence and successfully deal with significant life changes and challenges, devlop enterprising behaviour.

· All young people participating in positive activities to develop personal and social skills promote well-being and reduce behaviour that puts them at risk.

· Significantly reduce by 2020 the number of young offenders receiving a criminal conviction, reprimand, or final warning for a recordable offence for the first time, with a goal to be set in the Youth Crime Action Plan.
